In the first step, you should build an alley,

in which the dog can go through without contact.
At the beginning, you can direct the dog with a
leash through the alley. Then you can motivate
the dog with a ball and you can run by changing
left and right side of the alley.

Gradually you should send the dog to the alley at —
different angels. Cnce the dog runs into the alley,

you can confirm with the order “Slalom”.

If everything runs smoathly, get started now gradually
continuing to push away the rows from each other
until the dog touches the rods as it passes through.

There are protective plastic caps on the ground pegs—
remove them before inserting poles into the ground.
